Statutory guidance for local authorities to support children and young people who run away or go missing from care. Encourages communication between agencies and practitioners to help early identification of risk factors and children's needs. Aims to ensure services are the same for runaways from the looked-after population and those who run away from home. Address: roles and responsibilities, protocols, return interviews, emergency accommodation and gathering information on runaway populations. Replaces the 'Children missing from care and home' (Department of Health, 2002).

The Care Quality Commission (CQC) national review of NHS child safeguarding. This review is part of a major programme of assessment, inspection and enforcement on safeguarding, designed to drive improvement. Based on a detailed survey of 392 NHS trusts, the findings indicate that a majority of organisations had the right people and systems to help protect children. But they highlight worrying shortfalls in the numbers of staff up to date with mandatory training, designed to help them identify and respond to concerns.

Recommends a review of the ICS on the grounds that the difficulties are inherent rather than transitory.

Trafficking in human beings is a major problem both in the EU and worldwide. Every year a substantial number of children fall victim to trafficking for sexual exploitation or other purposes. There are extremely low numbers of convictions in child trafficking cases. Overall, the report finds that the EU must do more to address the issue. The FRA calls for better legislation to combat child trafficking. The protection and care for victims, in particular, must be improved.

Research
Child maltreatment as a risk factor for opioid dependence: comparison of family characteristics and type and severity of child maltreatment with a matched control group
Examines the prevalence, characteristics and risk factors for child maltreatment among opioid-dependent persons compared to a community sample of similar social disadvantage, using a case-control design. Controls were frequency matched to cases with regard to age, sex and unemployment. The interview covered child maltreatment, family environment, drug use and psychiatric history. Opioid-dependent males had a higher prevalence of physical and emotional abuse; female cases had a higher prevalence and greater severity of sexual abuse. The prevalence of neglect was similar for both groups.

Non-accidental head injury in New Zealand: the outcome of referral to statutory authorities 
Describes the outcome of referrals to statutory authorities for infants under 2 years with non-accidental head injury (NAHI) from a retrospective review of 39 cases admitted to hospital in Auckland from 1988 to 1998. Aims to establish whether the authorities held sufficient information to develop a risk profile for these cases. Documentation of risk factors was erratic, and sometimes incongruent between agencies. Inter-agency case conferences took place in 44% of cases. Results suggest in New Zealand, data collection is often incomplete and inter-agency practice and collaboration is variable.

Coordination between child welfare agencies and mental health service providers, children's service use, and outcomes
Reports on data from a longitudinal analysis to investigate whether interagency relationships are associated with greater use of mental health services, and improvement in mental health status for children served by the child welfare system. Greater intensity of interagency relationships were associated with higher likelihood of both service use and mental health improvement, with agency-level factors accounting for 9% of the variance in the probability of service use and 12% of mental health improvement. Concludes that having greater numbers of ties with mental health providers may help child welfare agencies improve children's mental health service access and outcomes.

Narrowing the gap in outcomes for vulnerable groups: a review of the research evidence
Review of the evidence on what works in narrowing the gap in outcomes for vulnerable groups across the five Every Child Matters areas. Best practice interventions: used strategies to promote children's health, safety and economic stability; had a long-term focus; adopted a holistic and joined-up approach; focused on the whole family; built upon positive experiences and took account of value and belief systems. Narrowing the gap in outcomes for vulnerable groups: overview and analysis of available datasets on vulnerable groups and the five ECM outcomes 
Reports on a study to scope, map and assess national and large datasets relating to the outcomes for vulnerable groups across the five Every Child Matters areas and to identify any gaps. Findings show where data was collected at an individual child level it was possible to identify gaps in ECM outcomes but even the best datasets were not comprehensive, lacking consistency in defining or identifying vulnerable groups and data was insufficiently robust to enable judgements. Narrowing the gap in outcomes: governance
Study to ascertain whether or not governance can narrow the gap in outcomes between vulnerable children and young people, and other children. A literature review shows substantial evidence of effective practice but little evidence that demonstrates a link between practice and outcomes. Describes interviews with case study five local authorities to see if and how the gap has been narrowed through governance and to identify distinctive features of governance for narrowing the gap.

Narrowing the gap in outcomes: leadership
Study to identify whether or not leadership has an effective role in narrowing the gap in outcomes between vulnerable children and young people, and other children. Includes a literature review showing the lack of knowledge about the impacts of leadership on outcomes for children and young people. Describes interviews with case study local authorities to see if and how the gap has been narrowed through leadership. Identifies distinctive features of leadership for narrowing the gap.

Narrowing the gap in outcomes: what is the relationship between leadership and governance? 
Sets out the overlapping features of effective leadership and of effective governance for narrowing the gap in outcomes for vulnerable groups distilled from two parallel studies (Martin et al., 2009 and Lord et al., 2009). Highlights the key features of effective leadership and of effective governance, how leaders contribute to effective governance and how governance supports effective leadership.

Executive function performance and trauma exposure in a community sample of children
Presents a research examining executive function (EF) as a function of trauma exposure in children. Based on parents' reports of children's exposure to potentially traumatic events, children were compared across three trauma-exposure groups: familial trauma, non-familial trauma, and no trauma. Children completed a battery of tests to assess working memory, behavioural inhibition, processing speed, auditory attention, and interference control. Results demonstrated links between EF performance and trauma-exposure. Children exposed to familial trauma performed more poorly than children exposed to non-familial or no traumas.

Objective: To look for same-sex (gender assortative) association of body mass index (BMI) in healthy trios (mother, father and child) from a contemporary birth cohort, which might imply shared environment rather than shared genes because selective mother–daughter and father–son gene transmission is not a common Mendelian trait.

Objective: To examine the role of blame as a mediator of the relationships between perceiver age and gender and children's acceptance of an overweight peer.

The sample of parents was disaggregated into three segments using attitude statements identified in the larger DCSF customer segmentation study. • Struggling Through • Stepping Back • Separate Lives The research sample also included non-resident parents, grandparents and fathers.

Systematic reviews of interventions following physical abuse: helping practitioners and expert witnesses improve the outcomes of child abuse. 
Research investigating whether effective interventions exist for children and families where a child has experienced physical abuse. The review focuses on secondary prevention of adverse outcomes and recurrence of abuse in children who have experienced maltreatment. Interventions are grouped into three categories: child-focused, parent-focused, and family focused. Findings indicate there is limited research on child-focused therapies, particularly those that involve only the child in treatment. Recommends that policy should prioritise funding for interventions that are supported by strong evidence for improving outcomes for children.

Objectives: To determine whether vital signs identify children with serious infections, and to compare their diagnostic value with that of the Manchester triage score (MTS) and NICE traffic light system of clinical risk factors.
Conclusions: A combination of vital signs can be used to differentiate children with serious infections from those with less serious infections in a paediatric assessment unit and may have comparable sensitivity to more complicated triage systems. The diagnostic value of combined vital signs and the NICE traffic light system remains to be determined in populations where the prevalence of severe illness is much lower.
